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Kyushu University stores a collection of more than 10,000 mineral
specimens.Among them are many valuable samples that have
become difficult to obtain today due to the closure of mines and coal
pits.

This exhibition features some of the university’s most distinguished
collections, including the Sokichi Ko Mineral Collection, regarded as
one of Japan’s three major mineral collections from the early 20th
century; the Yohachiro Okamoto Mineral Collection, which focuses on
specimens from Fukuoka and Nagasaki Prefectures; and the Toyofumi
Yoshimura Manganese Ore Collection, which comprehensively covers
manganese minerals from Japan and abroad.

We invite you to take a close look at these remarkable mineral
specimens, each showcasing the natural beauty and brilliance of
minerals.
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
